Pools/Splash Pads
There are two different pool areas: a family pool with a

slide and a quiet pool for adults. At the main family

pool there is a splash pad perfect for toddlers. The

main family pool is zero entry and has umbrellas for

hot summer days!

Hint: Both Skyliner and buses start to leave

roughly an hour before the parks open 

Transportation-
Epcot/Hollywood Studios
In order to reach both Epcot and Hollywood studios,

we suggest the skyliner (gondolas) . It is a quick ride

and the Riviera has it own designated spot making it

less crowded.  If there is lightning/rain, the Riviera will

have bus transportation to/from these parks.
